well-balanced wine, with aromas of black pepper and red fruit and a velvety, spicy 
finish.

�  Fantasy Pinot Noir – Layers of ripe red fruit flavors are among the distinctive 
features of this elegant varietal.  It's fresh on the palate, with a long, lingering finish.

About The Jett Foundation: Nothing can change a parent’s life more dramatically than the 

news that their child has a fatal disorder for which there is no treatment or cure. For many 

of these parents, this news is life shattering. For others, it is a rebirth… 

In 2001, Christine and Stephen McSherry started the Jett Foundation after learning the 

devastating news that their then five-year-old son Jett had Duchenne Muscular Dystrophy 

(DMD) - the most common and lethal childhood genetic disorder in the world affecting 

one in every 3,500 male births. Click here to learn about DMD. Most children with DMD 

are confined to a wheelchair by the time they are 12 years of age and succumb to the 

disease in their late teens due to respiratory complications. To date there is no acceptable 

treatment or cure for DMD, a realization that temporarily paralyzed the McSherrys and 

their five children; but not for long. Feeling revitalized by the love and support of family 

and friends, Christine and Stephen McSherry were determined to save Jett and the 

thousands of boys like him by establishing a foundation dedicated to searching for and 

funding DMD research that will ultimately cure this deadly disease
